e achange in the Growing Suburbs Fund cash flow with actual payments of $60 million
in 2018-19 compared to the budget of $50 million in 2019-20 ($10 million);

e the completion of programs in 2018-19 such as the Rural Councils Transformation
Program ($20 million); and

e adecrease in grants and transfers in 2019-20 from the Department of Education and
Training (by $29 million) driven by the rephasing into 2018-19 of some of the 2017-18
funding for the Children’s Facilities Capital Program.
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
