Violence

> The Commission handed down 227 Recommendations, all of which we committed to 
implementing

> We have set ourselves an ambitious, 10-year plan to rebuild the system so women and 
their children can live free from family violence

> Over three years on, we have invested more than $2.7 billion to see this through

> We have acquitted 120 recommendations and all others are underway
