Why we need to invest in prevention

e Victoria’s Free from Violence strategy sets the scene for our prevention
work in response to the stark statistics on family violence:

O 1in 3 women across Australia has experienced physical violence

O 1in4 women across Australia has experienced physical or sexual violence from
a partner

O 1in5women across Australia has experienced sexual violence.

e InVictoria, police incidents have stabilised, and services report a greater
number of victims or their family and friends are making contact directly for
support, rather than via a police referral.
