Embracing electricity to cut

your bills at home

The Victorian Government’s
Gas Substitution Roadmap is
helping our State navigate the
path to net zero emissions while
cutting energy bills.

The Roadmap outlines how we will use energy efficiency,
electrification, hydrogen and biomethane to drive down
bills and cut carbon emissions.

It will also ensure that Victorians have access to an
affordable, secure, reliable, and safe supply of energy.

Running your home on electricity will save you money
and reduce your carbon emissions. When major gas
appliances, such as gas heating or hot water systems,
reach the end of their life, it's a great time to consider
upgrading them with an efficient electric option.

Whole-of-house gas heating systems and evaporative
cooling systems can be replaced with a reverse cycle
heating and cooling system. Gas hot water systems can
be replaced with heat pump hot water systems, which
are highly efficient, and can heat water for free from
solar panels. Incentives are available through the
Victorian Energy Upgrades (VEU) program to support
households to undertake these upgrades. Gas cooktops
can be replaced with modern induction cooktops -
which are safer, faster and easier to clean.

Converting an existing home with solar panels from gas
to electricity can save around $1,700 a year on energy
bills. This is in addition to around $1,000 of savings per
year from an existing 6.6kW solar system.

Renovations are another excellent time to consider
switching to efficient, electric appliances. Many
renovations focus on living spaces - those areas that
are most used and require the most energy for heating
and cooling. They also often have older appliances,
which are due for replacement.

Renovations should also focus on improving the
efficiency of the building to further reduce energy bills
and emissions. The Victorian Residential Efficienc
Scorecard can help.
