Following the Commonwealth Games cancellation, the scope of 
works for the legacy items (hockey facility) are considered more holistic 
and fit-for-purpose for community use and the local context, as there is 
less no need to accommodate the temporary event infrastructure 
requirements. 
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In relation to value – the revised scope represents a better value 
proposition given greater investment in fixed / legacy infrastructure 
compared to investment in temporary event-specific installations.
