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Funding Overview

The Victorian Budget 2020/21 is investing an additional $202.1 million over 4 years
to provide ambulance services to Victorians.

This includes $135.7 million over 4 years
to support increased demand for
ambulance services.

Since it was elected six years ago, the
Andrews Labor Government has
invested an additional $1.2 billion in
Ambulance Services.
